Trip Release of Liability

PLEASE REVIEW THE TERMS OF THIS RELEASE 

CAREFULLY AS IT AFFECTS YOUR LEGAL RIGHTS.

The itinerary of the trip (the “Trip”) organized by Under the Same Sun Fund (“UTSS”) from June 27 – July 11, 2019 to Mwanza, Tanzania (the “Destination”) includes travel in countries where transportation systems, housing accommodations, health care, public safety and other facilities are significantly different and are often at levels far below those customarily enjoyed by most North Americans. Trip participants may experience increased risk of serious bodily injury, death and property loss during the Trip.  Applicants cannot participate unless they fully accept these risks and choose to sign this document (the “Release”).

UTSS will not knowingly expose participants to physical conditions that are dangerous or beyond those experienced by the workers in the Destination we either employ or partner with.  However, even those conditions expose participants to greater risks of property loss or damage, personal injury or even death than participants will normally experience in North American life.   UTSS places the highest value on the safety of program participants. 

As a participant in the Trip, I recognize the risks described above, and I agree, on behalf of myself and my heirs and successors that, in consideration of UTSS allowing me to participate in the Trip:

1.
I assume full responsibility for all sickness, personal injury, risk of injury and/or death, property damage or loss that I may suffer related in any way to my participation in the Trip.

2.
I will not sue or bring any legal action against UTSS, its officers, directors, board members, employees, agents, partners, volunteers or affiliates (together hereafter defined as “UTSS”) for any personal injury, death, property damage or loss that I may suffer as a result of or that is any way related to my participation in the Trip and I therefore release and discharge UTSS of all liability, claims, demands, and claims.
3.
This release is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the law of the applicable governmental jurisdiction; if a court should hold any portion of this release invalid, the balance release shall continue to be in full effect.

4.
I will fully indemnify and hold harmless UTSS from and against any liability, demands, causes of action, and claims whatsoever that relate to me in connection with or related in any way to the Trip, or my participation in the Trip, including without limitation legal and attorney fees, costs and expense that UTSS may incur in connection with any sickness, injury, death, or loss that I may suffer.

5.
In the unlikely event of death during the program, I understand that UTSS will not pay for repatriation of the body.

6.
I will purchase and maintain adequate medical insurance coverage (or an appropriate substitute supported by a community plan) during the Trip. I understand that adequate coverage includes a provision for my travel outside of North America if applicable.

7.
I give permission to UTSS to give medical authorizations and permissions on my behalf, including any consent to any and all x-ray examination, anaesthetic, dental, or surgical diagnosis or treatment or hospital care to be rendered in the exercise of his/her best judgment under the laws of the country(ies), state(s), or province(s) where the participant is located for the Trip.  I agree that I will advise the team leader of any allergies or other limitations on medical care in advance of my need for any treatment.

I will promptly reimburse UTSS for any sums advanced me by UTSS to obtain medical services or other care during the Trip.

9.
I recognize that circumstances could result in re-routing a Trip team or an early ending of the Trip team’s assignment. I acknowledge and agree that UTSS has complete discretion in making decisions related to the implementation of the Trip, including the early termination of the Trip for all or some team members.  I agree to abide by all rules and regulations made by UTSS or the leaders of the Trip and that I can be sent home at my own expense if I fail to do so.

10.
I understand that all personal information I give to UTSS, including copies of passport documentation, will be used for the purposes of facilitating and organizing the Trip and that UTSS will not sell or give out my personal information, except for the purposes set out in this document or in other documents related to the implementation of the Trip or otherwise required by law.

11.
I release and consent to the use of my photo, video recording and/or quotes to UTSS for communication material.
12.
This agreement will bind me as well as my estate, heirs and successors. I have carefully read this agreement, fully understand its contents and voluntarily sign it, intending to be legally bound. If I am under 19 years of age, my parents and/or legal guardians are also signing this document and, by doing so, agree to all of the terms and obligations of this agreement (including the indemnity provision) on my behalf and on their own account as if they were the participant themselves.

I agree to attorn to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Courts of the Province of British Columbia, Canada, for any dispute, actions, suits, claims, or demands that may arise out of this Release as a result of, arising out of or in any way connected with my participation in the Trip. I agree that this Release will be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Province of British Columbia, Canada.
